1.  Welcome: The meeting was called to order by co-president Cassandra Palmer
2.  Minutes:  The minutes from the August 11, 2014 board meeting were summarized and approved (motion – Tasha Butler, 2nd – Carmen Rodgers, all in favor).  The minutes from the Sudduth PTO Fall General Meeting on August 18, 2014 were summarized and approved (motion – Tasha Butler, 2nd – Hannah Steward, all in favor).

3. Treasurer’s Report:  Amy Whatley discussed the report and noted there has been little activity since the last meeting.  The only new payment was a check to Starkville PTO for membership collection.  We get a portion of this back once money is divided out.  We received $776.25 from the Kroger Card Fundraiser.  Cassandra Palmer asked us all to keep encouraging families and people we know to link their Kroger cards.  Report attached.
4. Ongoing Business:

a.  Membership – Mary Love Tagert had her baby last week, but was working on membership up until the day before.  There will be a small delay in the membership processing while she is busy with the new baby.  115 memberships have been entered, there are 41 more in receipt, and more coming in!
b. Executive PTO Board Meeting – Superintendent Holloway asked that we remember buses WILL be delayed on most Fridays, especially on game day Friday (Yellow Jackets as well as Bulldogs).  Please help spread the word!

c. Committees – The list of committees and chairperson(s) seems to be relatively complete.  Kristin Edelblute can use a few more people to help with school supplies.  She will do all of the coordinating but needs a few more people to assist.

5.  Old Business:

a. T-Shirts – The order for Sudduth yellow and black t-shirts is being placed today by Mandy Williams.  She had to wait until 50 orders were received. There will be a small delay in the processing time due to all the large orders recently placed (most likely 2-3 weeks until delivery).  The maroon Friday t-shirts were delivered to schools late Friday and will go home today.  Orders can still be placed for Maroon t-shirts.  Make checks payable to Starkville PTO.  The tie dye shirt concept is being finalized.  These shirts will only be available in short sleeves.  The design will be ready in early October so that the shirts can be delivered in time to winter MAP testing/spirit days.  The shirts will cost $12.00.  A motion was made by Alison Buehler to include a line for a donation on the order form.  All the extra money received will go directly to teacher mini grants.  2nd by Carmen Rodgers.  All in favor – unanimously accepted.
b. Fundraiser – Orders are being collected and processed.  We won’t know sales totals until October, but so far Tasha Butler predicts the sales will be down a bit from last year.  Ideas for a better, more effective kick-off event were discussed.  The absolute cut off for receiving fundraiser packets is Wednesday, September 10th.  After that, packets will be returned to parents.  

c. School Supplies – Teacher reps agreed to ask teachers to work on and submit updated supply lists to be used for next year.  They will return the lists at the October board meeting.
